COMPATIBILITY AND INTENDED USE

MSW racks are compatible with bicycle frames that have threaded mounting 
points at the rear axle, and can accept bolts on mounts near the seatpost 
that are already integrated into the frame design, or can safely accept 
rubber-coated clamps around the frame. Carbon fiber frames are not 
compatible with MSW Racks. MSW Racks are intended for recreational 
riding, not aggressive or stunt riding.

WHEEL SIZE COMPATIBILITY

MSW racks are compatible with a variety of different frame attachment 
configurations and have a max tire size of 700c x 38 mm. After you have 
installed your rack following the included instructions, it must have a minimum  
of 6 mm clearance above and around the wheel and tire for a proper fit.

 WARNING: This rack is only designed and intended for use on the REAR  
of a standard bicycle. DO NOT ATTEMPT TO USE THIS RACK AS A FRONT 
RACK. Do not modify the rack or install it on any other types of vehicles.

INSTALLING THE RACK

FASTENER WARNING AND INSPECTION INSTRUCTIONS

Improper installation of bolts may lead to product failure, causing serious 
injury. Do not exceed specified torque values. Periodically inspect bolts and 
retighten if required.

1.	 Loosely attach rack to lower rack mounts on bicycle using appropriate 
bolts and washers as shown in product diagram on page 1 (fig. 1).

2.	 Loosely attach the rack struts to the rack (fig. 2).

3.	 Loosely attach the rack struts to the threaded upper mounts on the 
bicycle or to rubber-coated clamps using two bolts and two washers (fig. 3).

4.	 Extend rack struts until platform of rack is parallel to the ground. 

5.	 When the rack is level, tighten the bolts that secure the rack and struts 
directly to the bicycle frame, and all the hardware that attaches the struts  
to the rack to 4–5 Nm.

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ONGOING MAINTENANCE

Frequently check that all rack hardware and mounting bolts are properly 
torqued and secured to the bicycle frame. Periodically check for any loose 
fasteners or signs of cracking or failure and discontinue use if rack 
is damaged.
